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This year marks the 90th anniversary of Seiji Ozawa’s birth, and in celebration, the 2025 Seiji Ozawa Matsumoto
Festival (OMF) will feature two conductors taking the podium for the Orchestra Concerts.

In Program A, the Saito Kinen Orchestra will be led by British conductor Alexander Soddy. A rising star who has
made his mark at leading opera houses across Europe, Soddy will conduct a program commemorating the 50th
anniversary of Dmitri Shostakovich’s passing (1906—1975). The first half of the concert will feature Shostakovich’s
Violin Concerto No. 1, with Daishin Kashimoto—1st concertmaster of the Berliner Philharmoniker and a close
musical friend of Seiji Ozawa—as the soloist. The second half will present Shostakovich’s Symphony No. 5, a
masterpiece born from an era of turmoil.

Program B will be conducted by the legendary Christoph Eschenbach, making his festival debut at the age of 85. As
a pianist, Eschenbach shared a deep musical friendship with Seiji Ozawa, marked by numerous performances and
recordings. In honor of Seiji’s 90th birthday, Eschenbach will conduct Mahler’s Symphony No. 2, "Resurrection."
The soloists will be Aleksandra Zamojska and Mihoko Fujimura, joined by a grand chorus of over 100 singers,
some of whom will be selected through auditions in Matsumoto. This large-scale performance, created in
collaboration with the local community, promises to be a moving and unforgettable tribute to celebrate Seiji
Ozawa’s 90th birthday.

The festival will also stage Benjamin Britten’s opera A Midsummer Night’s Dream, marking the Saito Kinen
Orchestra’s first opera production in three years. Since the festival's inception, it has earned acclaim for its
performances of 20th-century operas, beginning with Stravinsky's Oedipus Rex in 1992. Other notable
performances include the Grammy Award-winning production of Ravel's L’enfant et les sortileges (2013). This
year, Britten's A Midsummer Night's Dream will add a new chapter to this rich tradition. Following her debut last
summer as OMF Principal Guest Conductor, Nodoka Okisawa reunites with director Laurent Pelly, continuing their
successful collaboration from the 2022 production of Le Nozze di Figaro. This enchanting tale, woven with
Britten’s inventive music will be brought to life by a stellar cast.

The festival will also present Chamber Concerts by world-class musicians, along with a variety of open events. As
part of the educational programs launched with the festival’s inception in 1992—realized through Seiji Ozawa's
passionate vision—the Concert for Children and Opera for Children will continue to welcome sixth-grade
elementary and first-year junior high school students from Nagano Prefecture.

Throughout his life, Seiji Ozawa built invaluable bonds of trust with the world’s leading orchestras, including the
Vienna Philharmonic, the Berliner Philharmoniker, and the Boston Symphony Orchestra. These enduring
connections, along with the spirit of innovation upheld by the Saito Kinen Orchestra, come together to shape this
year’s diverse and inspiring program. Enjoy the extraordinary performances that reflect this remarkable legacy.
